Sharing books with
your baby

Sharing books is a wonderful way to help your
child learn to talk, and it’s the ideal opportunity
to share a cuddle at the same time.

¢ Find a quiet place. Turn off the TV or radio so m :

there are no distractions.

¢ As well as reading the story, talk about
the pictures. If there’s a picture of
a dog, talk about a dog that you
know.

¢ Give your child time to respond f/(

* Don't put any pressure on your \‘//.// 5
child to name the pictures, but if she
copies your words, praise her and say the
word again for her.

e Visit your library for different books - it’s free to
join. Don’t worry if books get damaged; libraries
understand that this sometimes happens.

® Don’t read for too long. Young children get bored
quickly so little and often is best.

® Let other grown-ups - grandparents, carers and
older brothers and sisters - join in too.

¢ [t's good to share favourite books again and
again. Repetition helps children to understand
and remember the language they hear.

® Remember, you're not teaching your child to
read. You learn to talk a long time before you
learn to read, and book sharing is a wonderful
way to help your child’s language development.

* Ara loe liiga pikalt. Viike inimene vésib ruttu ja
tal hakkab igav. Parem on lugeda vdhehaaval ja
tihemini.

¢ Palu teistel tiiskasvanutel - vanavanematel,
hoidjatel, ddedel-vendadel - koos beebiga
raamatuid vaadata.

e Tore on lugeda ikka ja jdlle raamatuid, mis lapsele
meeldivad. Kordamine aitab tital moista ja
meelde jatta keelt, mida ta kuuleb.

® Pea meeles, et algul sa dpetad beebi rdadkima, alles
palju hiljem lugema. Koos raamatuid vaadates on
suurepdrane vdoimalus arendada lapse radkimis-
ja keeleoskust.
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
