Changing life stories

Sharing books is a wonderful way to help your child
learn to talk, and it’s the ideal opportunity to share a
cuddle at the same time.

e Find a quiet place. Turn off the TV or radio so there
are no distractions.

e As well as reading the story, talk about the
pictures. If there’s a picture of a dog, talk about a
dog that you know.

e Give your child time to respond to your chatter.

e Don't put any pressure on your child to name the
pictures, but if she copies your words, praise her
and say the word again for her.

e Visit your library for different books —it’s free to
join. Don’t worry if books get damaged; libraries
understand that this sometimes happens.

e Don’t read for too long. Young children get bored
quickly so little and often is best.

e Let other grown-ups — grandparents, carers and
older brothers and sisters — join in too.

e It’s good to share favourite books again and again.
Repetition helps children to understand and
remember the language they hear.

e Remember, you're not teaching
your child to read. You learn to
talk a long time before you learn
to read, and book sharing is a
wonderful way to help your
child’s language development.

Neverskite vaiko jvardinti, kas paveikslélyje
pavaizduota, bet jei jis mégzdZioja jusy ZodZzius,
pagirkite jj ir pakartokite jam tg Zod;.

Nueikite j biblioteka, kad turétumeéte jvairiy
knygeliy, - bibliotekos nemokamos. Nesijaudinkite,
jei sugadinote knyga; bibliotekininkai supranta, kad
tai kartais nutinka.

Neskaitykite per ilgai. Vaikams greitai nusibosta,
todél geriausia skaityti daznai po truput;j.

Tegul ir kiti suaugusieji — seneliai, auklés, vyresni
broliai ir sesutés — irgi prisideda prie jusy.

Naudinga mégstamas knygeles skaityti pakartotinai.
Pakartotinas skaitymas padeda vaikams
suprasti ir jsiminti girdima kalbg.

e  Atsiminkite — jus dar nemokinate vaiko
skaityti. Daug auksciau nei mokomasi
skaityti, mokomasi kalbéti, ir knygeliy
skaitymas vaikui yra geras bidas vystyti
jusy vaiko kalba.
